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We are interested in following questions: Do molecular interaction networks function on universal design principle(s)?

If yes, how do organism-specific 'plug-ins' look like ? Did networks expand / shrink during evolution ? Which cellular functions were gained / lost as a results of network edits?  In my talk I will share some of our recent results and also discuss the application of our work in the direction of Computer Aided Design of bioloigcal systems.
